The current 10-team Cape League originated in
1885 with individual town teams, reorganized into
the Cape Cod Baseball League in 1923 with teams
from Chatham, Falmouth, Hyannis & Osterville, and is
now the premier collegiate baseball summer league
in the country.  With over 1,000 alumni performing at
all levels of professional baseball, a record total 212
former Cape Leaguers populated major leajue
rosters in 2007.  Seeing your favorite team is never a
problems, with teams now located in Bourne, Brewster,
Chatham, Cotuit, Falmouth, Harwich, Hyannis, Orleans,
Wareham and Yarmouth-Dennis.

Cape Cod hosts the nation’s largest athletic
conference, the Eastern College Athletic Conference
(with 321 member colleges), and a professional
soccer team, the Cape Cod Crusaders.

Cape Cod has also been known to host more
traditional sporting events, including the New
England Intercollegiate Golf Championship, the
annual Figawi Sailboat Race, ECAC Women’s Soccer,
the adidas Tennis Smash, Falmouth Road Race, and
water competitions, including  King of the Cape Wind
Surfing and the American Power Boat Races.
